Monthly Case Summary  

A 49  year old female was arrested for possession of drug   

paraphernalia  and driving on a suspended license after a    
routine traffic stop.

He was arrested without incident on 20 
counts of lewd acts with a minor, 20 counts of unlawful sexual        
intercourse with a minor, and 20 counts of oral copulation.
