Existing Conditions

Based on a review of the existing conditions analysis, major findings include:

There are an estimated 1,70®arking spaces in the study area. This number includes+R0adicly
available orstreet spaes and 39¥ off-street spaces (1686public spaces and 23private spaces).

Peak parking demand occurred on a Saturday from 12:00 p.m. to 2:00 p.863¥itkehicles parked, 618
spaces available, and a utilization rat®@# for all on and otreetparking surveyed.

Tuesday peak parking demand also occurred from 12:00 p.m. to 2:00ifhra24+ parkedvehicles, 782
spaces available, and a utilization rate of 54%

Off-street parking demand varied on both Saturday and Tuesday but was generally lower-$ir@eton
spaces.

First Street experiences the highest parking demand with over 80% of spaces occupied throughout each
analysis period on Saturday.

Turnover on First Street is relatively high, however, there are still a notable number of vehicles that are
likely violating the Biour time limit(approximately 40 vehiclggrk for four or more hours on weekdays
and weekends

Turnover on the lettered side streets varies with lower turnover in comparison to First Street.

Parking on First Street is time limited thh@urs, however, according tbe City, parking regulations are
currently not enforced. None of the parking spaces are metered or paid.

Parking wayfinding is currently provided via directional signs indicating the direction of travel for public
parking. Most signs are directing visittwsangled street parking, which may present some confusion if
visitorsanticipatea public lot. Signs also appear small and faded.
