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Intermodal Glossary

in-terr-mo-dal — adj.
The transfer of products involving multiple modes of
transportation — truck, railroad or ocean carrier.

Cargo
Freight that is loaded into a container or on a trailer.

Carload
Quantity of freight required to fill a railcar or specified quantity necessary to qualify a shipment for
a carload rate.

Carrier
An individual or company engaged in the transportation of goods.

Cartage
Transportation of freight for short distances within commercial zone of a city, also called drayage
or haulage.

CFC Clearance
The limiting dimensions of a rail shipment that would allow/prevent its clearing of tunnels and
bridges.
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
