We sweep three classes of streets in the city’s residential and commercial areas:

@ _ For the city’s residential neighborhoods and industrial areas, street sweeping service is

provided by sections once a month. High priority routes are swept weekly on Thursday

evenings. Major downtown streets are swept Mondays and Fridays.

flooding during heavy rains.
