Benicia, CA (March 13, 2020) — The City of Benicia continues to closely
monitor the ongoing Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) outbreak through
local, county and state health officials. Our top priority remains the health, safety
and well-being of our community.

California Department of Public Health issued guidelines on postponing or
canceling gatherings and events through the end of March 2020 to protect public
health and slow the transmission of COVID-19.

To that end, the City of Benicia Parks & Community Services Department
announced that to address the possible spread of COVID-19, all Parks &
Recreation programs, classes, events and rentals have been postponed or
canceled from March 14 — 31, 2020 at the Benicia Community Center, Benicia
Senior Center, Benicia City Gym and Benicia Clock Tower. Parks and athletic
fields remain open.

City Hall and Benicia Public Library remain open and operational with appropriate
measures in place to protect the health of staff and the community.
