entertainment.  First, second and third place winners will be announced at the 
end of the six rounds. If teams are tied, there will be tie breaker questions to 
determine a winner. 

The Library Foundation has room for more teams but act quickly as previous 
years have sold out. An eight-player team may purchase a reserved table for 
$450, which includes reserved seating, dinner, drink and raffle tickets. Individual 
tickets are $35. Individual ticket guests will be seated at a table of eight and will 
compete with their table mates. 

 “We changed the format last year, so everyone is able to compete and test their 
trivia knowledge”, said Helaine Bowles, Benicia Library Foundation Chair.  

To add to the fun atmosphere of the evening, guests are encouraged to wear 
costumes like a piece or personality in a board game, to go with the “Games We 
Play” theme.
