The Solano County Senior Coalition is an Advisory Board to the 

Solano County Board of Supervisors.  Our mission is to advocate for 

and support efforts that improve and enrich the lives of Solano 

County Seniors.  The vision of the Coalition is to make Solano County 

a place where seniors are healthy, safe, and secure; where they 

can share their skills and experience; and where they are valued 

and celebrated for their wisdom and contributions. The values of the 

Coalition are Inclusion, Wellness, Respect, Safety, and Leadership.

The Coalition provides advice and recommendations to the Board 

of Supervisors regarding the adoption and implementation of Board 

policies and actions that may be necessary to accomplish the 

Coalition’s purpose.   

 

The Coalition has created events and programs focusing on Solano 

County seniors, including the annual Centenarian Celebration, Fall 

Prevention classes, and Savvy Saving Seniors program to name a 

few.  Currently, the Coalition is developing a new work plan to 

identify key issues for seniors along with strategies and solutions to 

better serve Solano County’s older adults.   

 

We currently have several City appointee vacancies and are asking 

for your support to appoint an interested representative from your 

City to volunteer.
